Days 4-6 South Luangwa National Park
Fly to Mfuwe (via Lusaka) and then light aircraft

to Kalamu Lagoon Camp located in a private
concession in the southern sector of the Park. The
camp has 8 safari-style reed and canvas tents with
ensuite and the camp’s dining and bar area are set
under a canopy of giant ebony trees. As the largest
source of water aside from the nearby Luangwa
River, the lagoon is a prime game viewing site,
home to hippos, crocodiles and a wealth of birdlife.

Day 7 Safari ends Lusaka

Return to Mfuwe for scheduled flight to Lusaka
where the safari ends.
